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The Office of the Fire Marshal and Emergency Management (OFMEM) is pleased to
announce that Ontario Regulation 194/14 was filed on October 14, 2014 and came into
force on October 15, 2014. This regulation made under the Fire Protection and
Prevention Act, 1997 (FPPA) amends the 2007 Fire Code (Ontario Regulation 213/07).
The FPPA was recently amended by the Hawkins Gignac Act [Carbon Monoxide Safety],
2013 to allow for the development of requirements related to the presence of unsafe
levels of carbon monoxide (CO).

These important amendments represent a significant milestone in CO safety in Ontario
and reflect the government’s commitment to improve the safety of residents from the
effects of unsafe levels of CO. The amendments deal with the installation, maintenance,
testing and replacement of CO alarms in existing residential occupancies. In addition,
changes related to the maintenance, testing and replacement of smoke alarms have been
made to maintain consistency with the CO alarm requirements.

Ontario Regulation 194/14 incorporates recommendations made by the Carbon Monoxide
Technical Advisory Committee (CO TAC). The CO TAC was established by the
OFMEM in January 2014 and included representation from the fire service,
municipalities, safety agencies, professional associations, owners/landlords, alarm
manufacturers and affected provincial ministries.

The testing and maintenance elements of the regulation come into force on
October 15, 2014, while the CO alarm installation and replacement requirements will
have a phased implementation of 6 months (April 15, 2015) or 1 year (October 15, 2015)
from the in-force date, depending on the building size.

The OFMEM qgratefully acknowledges the assistance of the CO TAC in the development
of this regulation. The OFMEM further extends its appreciation to all stakeholders who
provided feedback on the summary of the proposal during the public consultation period.
